Ministry Team Dress Guidelines
Because we are a more casual church, it can be difficult to define an acceptable manner of dress for those involved in frontline ministry.   By “frontline”, we mean those who are leading or serving in any aspect of ministry that puts them before people who are a part of the fellowship or attending a Refuge event or gathering. 

Styles continue to change and recycle so to write up a rigid & meticulously detailed dress code is a bit unrealistic.  We don’t demand coats and ties or even tucked in shirts.  We are fine with jeans as long as they’re clean and not revealing or ripped in those “private places.”  That being said, here are some basic guidelines:
· Please remember that because you are in the spotlight and you are being watched.  
· Avoid wearing the kind of clothing that would create a distraction.  To exaggerate . . . please avoid spandex, strapless tops & dresses and speedos (unless, of course, you are being baptized in Australia).  
· Please avoid short shorts and extremely tight jeans.
· Printed t-shirts are OK as long as they are not promoting something like a beer company (“Celebrate With Guiness”), bar or something a bit, shall we say, “racy.”  
· Skirt & dress lengths . . . Please be modest.  
· Basically, dress toward the conservative side. 
· Our desire is to magnify Jesus, not distract people by what we are wearing.  

Special Events:  There may occasionally be a memo for a special event regarding manner of dress.  Yes, you may wear your clown suit for our Harvest Festival (Halloween alternative). Otherwise, use the above guidelines.
